Career Decision Fair: Week one ends, week two Set to begln

Hawaii’s career decision fair is in
full swing. During the first week,
counselors briefed an array of indi-
viduals ranging from senior enlist-
ed spouses to junior enlisted sub-
mariners.

Rear Adm. Robert T. Conway, Jr.,
Commander, Navy Region Hawaii /
Commander, Naval Surface Group,
Middle Pacific, opened the junior
officer’s spouse brief Tuesday with
some remarks.

“These fairs can be a big factor in
making a choice about whether to
stay in or leave the Navy,” said
Conway. “The worst thing that we
can do is put out information on the
ships, but never make any attempt
to get it into the home.”
